Why run a Math and Science Merit Badge Expo?

Simple.

We want to promote Math,
Science and Technology Careers
in the Leaders of tomorrow, and

we need your help to accomplish this effort.

Our Goal is to invoke the Hawthorne effect:
Provoke a change to behavior or performance in response

 to a change in the environmental conditions.

Chemistry, Electronics, Engineering and Nuclear Science combined for
a total of 1% of the Merit Badges earned in by Scouts 2006.

The 33 Math and Science Merit Badges we are offering at the Career Expo account
for 20% of the badges earned in 2006, but the three Eagle required badges

(Environmental Science, Personal Fitness, and Personal Management)
account for fully one half of that total.

Beyond the three Eagle Required badges, only two badges from the Math and
Science Career Expo made it above 1% of the total badges awarded in 2006:

Space Exploration and Geology.  (Aviation was just below 1%.)

Eleven badges from our 2007 Math and Science Career Expo list, including
American Business, Energy, Drafting, Architecture, Model Building and Design,
Surveying, Medicine, Insect Study, Pulp and Paper, Energy, and  Oceanography

totaled only 1% combined of the Merit Badges earned in by Scouts 2006.

Composite Materials is a new badge and not part of the 2006 figures.
